4. What made the crowd of Jews listening to Paul suddenly shout out “rid the earth of him!
He’s not fit to live!”? Was it from what Paul said, or what another person said? (22:21-22)
What does this tell us, including for our own life?

5. Paul was about to be flogged, when something saved him from it. What was it? (22:23-29)
What does this tell us we should do?
